* The resurrection testified that God had accepted the sacrifice and act as the first fruits of
the coming resurrection of all God'’s children at the “last trump.” But now is Christ risen from
the dead, and become the first fruits of them that slept. ... Ina moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at
the last trump: for the trumpet shall sound, and the dead shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall be
changed.”

voice of the seventh angel, when he shall begin to sound, the mystery of God should be finished, as he
hath declared to his servants the prophets.”
